Biography for Kresten Osgood
 
 
Kresten Osgood is born in 1976 and graduated from the Rhythmic Conservatory of Music in Copenhagen as a drummer/composer in 2002. 
He has been playing on the scene in and outside Copenhagen since he moved there in 1997. 
He has released numerous recordings as a leader featuring such names as: Dr. Lonnie Smith (Hammond Rens 2002), Sam Rivers (Purple Violets 2003 and Violet Violets 2004) and most recently Paul Bley (Florida 2007). 
In 2006 he released a theme album about stamps, with poetry and himself playing and singing in Danish about the beauty of stamps.
Kresten Osgood is the busiest drummer in Denmark playing over 300 concerts a year, the music ranging from swinging jazz with Hugo Rasmussen to improvisation and abstraction in various constellations. 
He has performed with Derek Bailey, Peter Brötzman, Oliver Lake, John Tchicai, Henry Grimes, Fred Anderson, Marshall Allen,William Parker, Tim Berne and Steve Beresford, but also Billy Preston, Kurt Rosenwinkel, Brad Mehldau, Mark Turner, Django Bates, Chris Cheek, George Garzone and Josh Redman. He plays on well over 30 albums and is receiving more and more international attention and tours in Europe and the US. 
Apart from the Django D´or award Kresten Osgood has received several other awards such as "Musician of the year" by the Danish critics (steppeulven) and a couple of Danish Jazzgrammys. 
He has put a lot of energy into organising his own annual "Musketeer Festival" where musicians from all styles of music meet to play and improvise with each other, helping to break down the walls between the different fractions of the music scene in Denmark.
Kresten Osgood is a founding member of ILK (Independent Label of København), a record label owned by the musicians. There are 18 members who help release and promote each others records. ILK has a catalogue of well over 50 albums and more releases are constantly in the works. ILK is the most important label of new music coming out of Denmark. Its releasing music for artistic reasons - not economic.
Recently, apart from massive touring, Kresten Osgood has been working as a producer on a hip hop album with rap star Gisli and is teaching at the conservatories of Copenhagen and Århus.
